GOVERNANCE OF INCSOC

INCSOC is a virtual hub and therefore the need for a formal Secretariat has not been felt. Nonetheless, the affairs of the network are being administered out of the Headquarters of CUTS International in Jaipur, in conjunction with the respective working group chairs. There is no membership fee, official charter or bylaws. The INCSOC website, www.incsoc.net, is managed by CUTS International

The Network has two types of membership:

· The primary institutional members are representatives of public interest civil society, consumer organisations, research and academic institutions, and parliamentarians and their networks who are interested in or work in the area of competition policy. They are designated as ‘Primary Members’.

· Representatives of Competition enforcement agencies of national governments or supranational agencies and inter-governmental bodies and regional bodies, donor agencies and other stakeholder groups, and individuals are eligible for Associate Membership. They are designated as ‘Associate Members’.

Primary Members are eligible to vote. However, both classes of membership are eligible to serve on working groups.

ALL ABOUT INCSOC

As an offshoot from one of CUTS’ projects, undertaking a comparative assessment of the competition regimes in seven developing countries (popularly called the 7Up project) of The Commonwealth, several CSOs across the globe, envisioned a coalition called the International Network of Civil Society Organisations on Competition (INCSOC) to promote a healthy competition culture in the world. 

In today’s scenario, competition policy and law is no longer a rich country luxury, but has become an important public policy to provide ‘safety nets’, and hence consumer engagement has gained an important role to draw attention of and advocate for such a competition law and policy. When businesses and their anti-competitive practices have become global in nature, competition law and policy has the potential of benefiting consumers, including both the middle class and the poorer classes.

Healthy competition principles are important in all aspects of regulatory reform, including privatisation and restructuring where the state is reducing its direct involvement in the economy and the ongoing work of governments in regulating an economy. Competition principles can act as a guide to reform that will enhance dynamic and competitive markets that foster growth and economic welfare.
The 7Up project revealed a dire need for building a network of stakeholders, especially civil society, so that the competition regimes at the national levels could be strengthened and developed.

ALL ABOUT INCSOC

As such, the need for competition advocacy at the global level has become critical. Without widespread civil society support, it is highly likely that the most powerful economic players will dominate the institutions of competition policy, thereby thwarting the process of pro-consumer enforcement. Hence a coalition of CSOs in the competition policy arena could have a tremendous impact. 

Competition enforcement agencies of different countries of the world have formed the International Competition Network (ICN). Similarly, the Global Competition Forum (GCF) of competition lawyers has been created under the auspices of the International Bar Association. The Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) has floated a Global Forum on Competition, which organises annual meetings of competition authorities.

However, a platform for civil society to engage on global competition issues has been absent. Realising this, in February 2003 in Geneva, civil society representatives from various regions assembled at the behest of CUTS to launch INCSOC, with the main objective to promote and maintain a healthy competition culture around the world by coalition building among civil society and other interested organisations/individuals. The need of the hour is to build the kind of consumer awareness and organisation that is necessary for ensuring the sustainability of the competition culture. And since its inception, INCSOC has been working towards meeting this end and towards building a network of stakeholders, especially civil society, so that the competition regimes at the national level could be strengthened, and developed where absent.
ADMINISTRATION & GENERAL MEETINGS


INCSOC is a virtual network, which means that the work takes place through the mode of Internet. The members are connected with each other through a discussion group by the name of ‘INCSOC-Forum’. The working groups’ work is centralised through the offices of their respective chairpersons.

Besides the network maintains close contact with the International Competition Network (ICN), Global Competition Forum (IBA), United Nations Conference on Trade & Development (UNCTAD), OECD, World Trade Organisation (WTO), World Bank (WB), and other such bodies.

Since its inception, two general meetings have been conducted and the third is scheduled for end-June 2006 at Bangkok. 

First General Meeting
The first general body meeting of the Network was held on February 20, 2003. Over 35 organisations that attended the meeting at Geneva, expressed a strong support for such a network. These organisations came from diverse countries such as Zambia, Bangladesh and Nepal from the Less Developed Countries (LDC) category, India, Argentina and Brazil from the developing category, and UK and the US from the developed category of nations.

Second General Meeting
The second general body meeting was once again convened in Geneva, with the title “Engaging Civil Society in Promoting a Healthy Competition Culture”, on January 29, 2004. Over fifty people from all over the world participated. 

ACTIVITIES AT A GLANCE

A. Competition Regimes in the World – A Civil Society Report: A First Best


CUTS, (through INCSOC) in mid-2004, set forth a unique and ambitious project to come out with a global report titled “Competition Regimes in the World – A Civil Society Report”, a simpler version of the World Competition Report (WCR) to fill the vacuum that existed in the availability of the required data on a country’s competition policy & law, particularly on the genesis of the competition law. 

“Competition Regimes in the World – A Civil Society Report” published by INCSOC (available at www.competitionregimes.com), is an attempt to provide a source of information and data on competition issues. Just like WDR, TDR, WIR, or HDR, the volume has policy implications for competition policy issues, especially in developing countries, which would help enhance the awareness of the competition policy among nations and particularly those who should have direct interventions, i.e. CSOs.    

As the title suggests, it is an attempt to map out competition regimes around the world and covers 119 countries. Most of the countries covered in this volume have competition legislation, while some are in the process of adopting one. The report further carries a detailed table of competition laws and implementing authorities, which gives a fair idea of the country's standing in the area of competition policy & law, at one glance. Voluntary effort by all was put in to shape and carve the existing outcome of this initiative. It has truly been a ‘pathbreaking initiative!’

ACTIVITIES AT A GLANCE

B. Events 

Hanoi, August 2005

Along the sidelines of the Interim Review Meeting of the 7Up2 (Advocacy and Capacity Building on Competition Policy and Law in Asia) Project of CUTS International, a brief fringe meeting was organised on August 17, 2006 at Hanoi, Vietnam. The meeting was organised with an objective to take stock progress of the network and to speak to the new members.

The meeting started with Pradeep S Mehta, Secretary General, CUTS International, welcoming the members, especially those who have joined recently. Further, the members were updated as to the activities of the Network and their queries were answered.
Antalya, November 2005

In one of the side events of the UN Conference on Trade and Development, held from November 14-18, 2005, in Antalya, Turkey, in the presence of more than 50 international delegates, CUTS C-CIER released a book entitled “Competition Regimes in the World – A Civil Society Report”.
The prevailing competition regimes in about 120 countries have been sewn together in this unique compilation. The members of INCSOC and other scholars have contributed essays on the state of competition across the globe. The book received huge admiration at the conference. The book released was the advance version.

ACTIVITIES AT GLANCE

Cape Town, May 2006
A Panel Discussion on “Civil Society Participation in Evolving a Functional Competition Regime – How to Move Ahead in Africa” was organised on May 5, 2006 at the Cape Town International Convention Centre (CTICC), Cape Town, South Africa, as one of the side events of the Fifth Annual Conference of the ICN, a high profile global association of competition, antitrust and fair trade agencies. The Panel Discussion served as platform to release the final version of the book “Competition Regimes in the World – A Civil Society Report”.

New Members

Competition Regimes in the World 

- A Civil Society Report -


The shift away from direct state intervention in the economy in favour of an increased reliance on the market has led to the adoption of competition laws as integral part of economic reform measures in many countries. This has been reflected in the developmental policies of various countries across the globe – policies to privatise state enterprises, liberalise monopoly markets, and establish appropriate state regulatory structures to tackle market distortions. Hence, there has been a growing consensus on the significance of competition and competition policy in the development process. 

In the early 1980s, there were approximately 20 countries with competition laws. Since then, two decades later, there are approximately 98 countries with competition laws, and this number continues to rise. Even though the number of countries that has implemented competition policy has increased, there are many more which are struggling to design and implement their own competition policy. This situation has further worsened due to the absence of an informed civil society network conversant with the nature of competition and types of anti-competitive practices, which adversely affect consumer welfare. 

 In this scenario, it was felt important to share experiences and information on competition policy and anti-competitive practices which prevail/exist in each country. Keeping this in view, competition authorities of the world came together to form the ICN. To complement such efforts at the civil society level, INCSOC was formed. 

A PATHBREAKING EFFORT: AN INSIDE LOOK

INCSOC felt that there are documents like the World Development Report (WDR) published by the WB, Trade and Development Report (TDR) and World Investment Report (WIR) published by UNCTAD, and Human Development Report (HDR) published by UNDP etc., but there is no similar documentation on competition issues at the global level. 

CUTS started the idea with 150 countries, but subsequently it was decided to drop some due to dearth of information, the problem in getting prospective writers and problems of language. As the initiative went along, certain problems cropped up. Mentioning a few of the problems would be worthwhile, like:

· Identifying the countries with competition laws or getting a draft for inclusion in the report;

· Identifying appropriate writers who could provide up-to-date information on the country (s/he represented) through a voluntary effort;

· Stressing upon the writers to abide by the specific outline for the country papers;

· Search for data in-house, to fill the gaps in the chapter;

· Unavailability of interesting case studies in certain countries, especially Africa.

A PATHBREAKING EFFORT: AN INSIDE LOOK

In the light of the above listed constraints, few of the country briefs were written in-house, which was passed onwards for comments to the concerned competition authority/Professors in a particular country.

The outcome of this strenuous work is in front of everyone: a huge almanac detailing the competition policy & law/regulatory/consumer protection scenario of 119 countries around the globe, which is a ready reference for all groups of stakeholders, including policy-makers, academia, civil society, and the business community. 

Most of the countries covered in this volume have competition legislation, while some are in the process of adopting one. The report also carries a brief description of the regulatory regime and the consumer protection framework of each country. Each of the chapter is illustrated with box stories on competition cases, which offer good insight. Overall, the country papers in the compilation provide a glimpse of the competition scenario in the select countries in simple language, and with well-exhibited information.
