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BACKGROUND

The International Network of Civil Society Organisations on Competition (INCSOC) has been floated by several civil society organisations as a coalition to promote a healthy competition culture in the world. It was founded in February 2003 in Geneva where civil society representatives from various regions had assembled to take the initiative, now called INCSOC.
MISSION 
“To promote and maintain a healthy competition culture around the world by coalition building among civil society and other interested organisations”. 

OBJECTIVES

· To build coalitions of civil society organisations interested in promoting a healthy competition culture; 

· To build capacity of the CSOs on competition policy issues to enable them to engage in competition advocacy at different levels; 

· To catalyse research and networking on competition issues and create better understanding on them;

· To liaise with all relevant institutions for sharing of experiences and promoting mutual learning on competition issues. 

THE NEED FOR INCSOC

For the first time in history, a vast multitude of countries have adopted market institutions as their predominant method of economic organization. In approximately one hundred countries, this process has included passage of laws, variously referred to as “competition policy” or “antitrust,” intended to promote and protect the competitive operation of markets. National competition authorities have been established to enforce these laws. 

International organizations have recently taken form to reflect these developments and the increasingly obvious need to address competition policy issues at a regional and global levels. These include the International Competition Network (ICN), consisting primarily of competition authorities, and the Global Competition Forum (GCF), consisting of competition lawyers under the auspices of the International Bar Association. In addition to this, global competition policy issues are being addressed in various ways by UNCTAD, the World Bank, OECD, and the WTO. 

These developments are of great importance to civil society organisations. As businesses and their anti-competitive practices have become global in nature, the need for competition advocacy at the global level has become critical. 

(Competition policy has the potential of greatly benefiting consumers, including both the middle class and the poorer classes.

(Without widespread civil society support, the institutions of competition policy will be dominated by the most powerful economic players, with the likelihood that the pro-consumer objectives will be thwarted.

(In most nations, civil society organizations do not yet recognize the potential benefits of competition policy, lack resources for taking competition policy on board, and are not geared up in terms of expertise or self-confidence for becoming advocates of competition policy. 

(If civil society organizations were to work together in the competition policy arena, they could have a tremendous impact at this time and in the near future, because so many institutional modalities are currently being shaped, both at the national and international levels.

For these reasons, several civil society organizations began to envision a coalition to promote a healthy competition culture in the world. The leader in developing this vision was the Consumer Unity & Trust Society (CUTS International) in India, which began to float the idea as a result of its foundation-supported research project (popularly called the 7-Up Project) on comparative analyses of competition regimes in seven developing countries of the Commonwealth. 

CUTS International was able to support the first general body meeting in 2003 and then again for the second in 2004, in conjunction with international meetings involving its other projects.

GOVERNANCE OF INCSOC
The Network has two types of membership:

(The primary institutional members are public interest civil society, consumer organizations, research and academic institutions, and parliamentarians and their networks who are interested in or work in the area of competition policy. These are designated as ‘Primary Members’.

(Competition enforcement agencies of national governments or supranational agencies and intergovernmental bodies and regional bodies, donor agencies and other stakeholder groups, and individuals are eligible for Associate Membership. These are designated as ‘Associate Members’.

Primary Members are eligible to vote. However, both classes of membership are eligible to serve on working groups. 

A Steering Committee is the current mechanism for decision-making. It is co-chaired by Allan Asher (Chief Executive of Energy Watch in London) and Pradeep S. Mehta (Secretary General of CUTS International in Jaipur, India). There are twenty-two additional Steering Committee members. The full list is appended to this report. 

Much of the work of the INCSOC is expected to occur through working groups. With respect to all leadership positions and working group membership, an effort will be made to maintain a balance of regions, gender, and research and advocacy. Three working groups have been established:

· Capacity Building Working Group, 

· Working Group on Advocacy,

· Working Group on World Competition Report

INCSOC is a virtual hub and therefore the need for a formal secretariat has not been felt. Nonetheless, the affairs of the network are being administered out of the office of CUTS International in Jaipur, in conjunction with the respective working group chairs. At this time, there is no membership fees and there is no official structure enabled to receive funding. There is no official charter or bylaws. Whether formalisation is needed and what form it should eventually take are questions that will be addressed in the future. The INCSOC website, www.incsoc.net, is administered by CUTS International.

A discussion group by the name of INCSOC forum has been formed to enable exchange of knowledge and information among the members and stakeholders. A request could be sent to incsocforum@yahoogroups.com to register in the discussion group.

THE FIRST GENERAL BODY MEETING, FEBRUARY 20, 2003

Convened by CUTS International, with financial support of the UK DFID, INCSOC was launched at its first general body meeting, entitled “Capacity Building Needs and Tools for Civil Society Organisations,” in Geneva on February 20, 2003. Over 35 organizations attended and expressed a strong support for the network. Participants came from diverse countries such as Zambia, Bangladesh and Nepal from the LDC category; India, Argentina and Brazil from the developing category; and UK and USA from the developed category of nations.

A key point of agreement was that research organisations and advocacy groups need to work more closely together in enriching their competition advocacy work, which emerged as a critical learning from the 7-Up project process. This is important since effective advocacy calls for a solid research base to enable advocacy groups to convince citizens and politicians that a competition culture is good for the citizens, particularly the poor.

At the first general body meeting, officers were elected, working groups were established, and a variety of issues were discussed. A second general body meeting was held in Geneva on January 29, 2004. A number of presentations were made, working groups were convened, and the body discussed its agenda for the coming year. 

It was at this meeting that Pradeep Mehta and Allan Asher were elected as the first co-chairs of the Steering Committee and chairs of Working Group were also elected (names appended to the document). It was also determined to give a high priority to the publication of a World Competition Report by 2005.

SECOND GENERAL BODY MEETING, JANUARY 29, 2004

Once again convening in Geneva, the second general body meeting, with the title “Engaging Civil Society in Promoting a Healthy Competition Culture,” took place on January 29, 2004. As with the first meeting, the driving administrative force was CUTS International, with the financial help, again, of the UK’s DFID. Over fifty people from all over the world participated. 

Sandwiched between introductory remarks by Pradeep Mehta and Allan Asher, an inaugural address was delivered by Philippe Brusick of UNCTAD. Brusick stressed the importance of competition to developing countries and described the need for civil society to convince people that competition policy is in their interest. He also offered full cooperation of UNCTAD.

Four keynote addresses enlarged on the relevance of INCSOC in the era of globalisation. These were by David Lewis (Competition Tribunal, South Africa), “Role of Civil Society in Cooperating with National Competition Authorities”; Philippe Brusick (UNCTAD, Geneva), “Role of Civil Society Organizations in Promoting a Healthy Competition Culture and Relevance of INCSOC”; Philip Marsden (British Institute of International and Comparative Law, UK), “Competition Issues with International Dimension: How to Tackle Them?”; and Pierre Arhel (World Trade Organization, Geneva), “Problems in Capacity Building of Competition Authorities in Developing Countries.”

OTHER MEETINGS

New Delhi, March 2003

A fringe meeting of INCSOC was held in New Delhi on the sidelines of CUTS Partnership Conclave: Governance & its Relationship with Poverty Reduction. 

The three working groups presented their work plans to the members in the meeting. The meeting was attended by 55 civil society organisations and other members of INCSOC. 

Geneva, June 2003

INCSOC organised a meeting in Geneva on the sidelines of the WTO Public Symposium held in June 2003. The panellists in the meeting were Allan Asher, EnergyWatch, Philippe Brusick, UNCTAD and Simon Evenett, Oxford. The session was chaired by Pradeep S. Mehta, CUTS International. 

Simon Evenett spoke on the international cartels and how the competition authorities are tackling the same in various countries. Philippe Brusick gave a brief account of the role of UNCTAD in promoting a healthy competition culture, especially in the developing world, while Allan highlighted the links between competition policy and consumer welfare.

Cancún, September 2003

On the sidelines of the WTO Ministerial meeting in Cancun, a meeting on INCSOC was organised. The meeting titled “Role of Civil Society in Promoting a Healthy Competition Culture”, addressed the issues of ‘how’ and ‘why’ of the implementation of a good competition policy framework, and the ways in which INCSOC can ensure the same. The objectives of the meeting were:

· To build coalitions of civil society organisations interested in promoting a healthy competition culture.

· To build capacity of the civil society organisations on competition policy issues.

· To liase with all relevant institutions for sharing of experiences and promoting mutual learning on competition issues.

The panellists were Owino Kwame, Institute of Economic Affairs, Kenya; Phil Evans, Consumers Association and Taimoon Stewart, University of West Indies. Pradeep S Mehta of CUTS International chaired the session.

Lisbon, October 2003

A brief meeting on INCSOC was organised parallel to the CI World Congress of Consumers International, held at Lisbon on October 13-17, 2003. About 500 delegates from 100 countries attended the event. A panel discussion on “Civil Society’s Role in Promoting Competition” was organised in the morning hours of October 17, 2003. The speakers in the meeting included Indrani Thuraisingham of FOMCA (Malaysia), Robert Kerton of University of Waterloo, Canada, and Grazyna Rokicka of Association of Polish Consumers. The discussion was moderated by Nitya Nanda of CUTS International. 

Canberra, July 2003

The co-Chairperson of INCSOC, Pradeep S. Mehta was invited to speak on INCSOC and its role in a workshop organised by Centre for Competition & Consumer Policy, Australian National University on “Networking Civil Society into the Global Competition Culture”. The meeting was chaired by Sitesh Bhojani, Commissioner, Australian Competition and Consumer Commission, while Martin Cox, CEO, International Chamber of Commerce was present as a discussant.

Mehta highlighted the difficulties faced by competition authorities in the implementation of the competition policy and law, which leads to poor appreciation of the usefulness of a competition framework by the policy makers. In such a scenario, he said, the importance of initiatives such as INCSOC cannot be negated.

WORKING GROUPS

World Competition Report

With most countries of the world moving towards market-oriented economy, competition policy has become an important policy instrument to make markets effective. This can be gauged from the fact that while in the early 1980s there were about 20 countries with a competition law, now approximately 100 countries have it. However, there is a lack of comprehensive documentation on the competition scenario throughout the world. There are documents like World Development Report (WDR) published by the World Bank, Trade and Development Report (TDR) and World Investment Report (WIR) published by UNCTAD, and Human Development Report (HDR) published by UNDP etc., but there is no similar documentation on competition issues at the global level. The proposed World Competition Report (WCR) is intended to fulfill the prevailing vacuum. 

The report will help the national policy makers to benchmark their progress/status in terms of promoting and maintaining competition in the market, while for the civil society it will be an effective tool for advocating for an effective competition regime. For multilateral agencies and bilateral donors, it will be a useful document to help take better-informed decisions about directing their efforts as well as monitoring/evaluating their own efforts on a regular basis. It is intended that the first volume of the report be published by the year 2005, while the later volumes coming out once in every two year. The following are the main objectives of the report:

· To highlight the role of competition policy in ensuring the economic well-being;

· To provide a benchmark for the progress of competition law and policy around the world, and generate policy responses for governments;

· To facilitate sharing and dissemination of information on competition issues;

· To identify competition issues that requires further research.

The Report

The proposed WCR will carry comprehensive analyses on various subjects, with information/data from some 75-80 countries. However, while enough information on competition issues are available for most developed and some developing countries, there are significant lack of availability of data/information for others. For this reason, necessary literature surveys on the former group will be carried out to suitably feed into the report, while fact-finding and field research would be carried out on the latter. The following are the suggested chapters of the report:

· Introduction

· Competition in the Market

· Legal and Institutional Setting

· Competition Advocacy

· Competition and Sectoral Regulators 

· International Cooperation 

· General Recommendations

The project of preparing the WCR is proposed to be jointly taken by three anchoring institutions; viz. the Institute of Policy Studies (IPS), Sri Lanka; the Brazilian Institute of Studies on Competition, Consumer Relations and International Trade (IBRAC), Brazil; and Consumer Unity & Trust Society (CUTS), India. 
Advocacy Working Group (AWG)

The Advocacy Working Group focuses on the ways and means by which consumers can contribute to the development of an effective competition culture globally by making their interests in competition policy known at the national, regional, and international levels. The task includes countries that have well-established competition policy laws and institutions; those with relatively new laws and few supportive institutions; and countries that have not promulgated competition laws but are considering doing so or may simply want to project pro-competition policies even without competition laws in place. If possible, it may even be helpful to network with countries that currently do not recognize what we call civil society.

At the national and regional levels, INCSOC can support members in future by providing them with relevant information and a central resource for sharing experiences and advice. In some circumstances, it may eventually be possible to provide statements, opinions, and letters of support in particular matters, although no process has been put in place for accomplishing this. INCSOC will need to develop a more sophisticated governance structure before it will be feasible to take policy positions on behalf of the organization. INCSOC does not anticipate being in a position in the near term to assist in funding competition advocacy at the national or regional level.

At the international level, it may be feasible for INCSOC to send delegates to meetings of the ICN and other international competition organizations, who in the near term can participate as individuals while reporting back to INCSOC. Eventually, it may be feasible for such delegates to represent INCSOC directly and to speak for INCSOC on issues that the organization has authorized. It is hoped that research and studies conducted by INCSOC will play an influential role in the development of international standards and procedures.

The following methods and tools have been proposed for competition advocacy:

· Research and studies.  

· Education. 

· Information. 

· Lobbying. 

· Legal actions. 

· Building alliances. 

The primary competition advocacy challenges for INCSOC are to:

· Develop an Internet-based listserv to facilitate the exchange of information and advice among members;

· Develop a website repository for useful research, including articles and other materials that may assist members in their consumer advocacy;

· Develop a procedure by which substantive statements of various sorts (e.g., press releases, legal briefs, testimony, oral representations, etc.) may be issued on behalf of INCSOC.

· Identify at least one person in each country in the world who will take on the role of consumer competition advocate within that country and who will become a member of INCSOC.
New Members

Since the formation of the network, an increasing number of civil society organisations have shown interest in its activities and membership. 

At present there are 83 members, the steering committee comprising of 24 members, 43 primary members out of which 28 are civil society organisations and 14 are research and academic institutions. There are 17 associate members.

To increase the outreach of INCSOC, organisations and individuals are increasingly being contacted from every region and relevant background and urged to join the network.
Capacity Building Working Group (CBWG)

The Capacity Building Working Group has focused on two questions: 

What is the capacity that needs building? 

And

How can funding be obtained to enable INCSOC to succeed in its objectives? 

The first question overlaps in part with the mission of the other two working groups. Having made an initial exploration of a variety of potential funding sources, without success, the CBWG recommended that the earliest priority of INCSOC be the creation of a virtual network for the compilation of information and the e-mail networking of our members and friends. This can be done with minimal expense, as compared to, for example, hard-copy publication of the World Competition Report and the conduct of periodic in-person meetings, especially if CUTS International or another member is able to handle the overhead on a pro bono basis.

Virtual Network Administration

Tasks that the CBWG recommends assigning to the virtual network include:

· Developing the INCSOC website as the central point of the INCSOC network.

· Compiling a core database of INCSOC members and their activities in promoting competition, both as a basis for an interactive listserv and as a mechanism for profiling our organization; and an expanded database of friends, allies, and other network nodes.

· Compiling, with search capabilities on the website, a database of articles, speeches, testimony, legislation, cases, regulatory interventions, best practices, and other materials that may be useful to members in their research or advocacy activities.

· Building linkages into the website to facilitate members’ interactions with relevant sources of information, alliances, etc.

· Administering an e-mail listserv and chat room for the benefit of members, facilitating the asking and answering of questions, discussions of policy issues, and exchange of information. Ideally, the administrator should play an active role in promoting and expanding the use of the chat room.

Funding

Although approaches have been made to a variety of international and national competition agencies, to date the only one to respond with funding has been the UK Department for International Development, and this has been within the context of a pre-existing program (7-UP) studying competition policy in seven countries. 

Continuing efforts must be made with government agencies (including those expected to be sympathetic such as the Netherlands and Sweden), multinational organizations (such as UNCTAD, World Bank, WTO, OECD, EU), foundations (such as Ford, Open Society), universities, international bar associations, labour unions, consumer organizations, business associations, multinational corporations, wealthy individuals, law firms and economics consulting firms to fund operations, special events, and special projects. 

Documents such as this report will be needed to convey general information about INCSOC to potential funding sources. Special presentations (including budgets) need to be prepared with respect to particularized funding opportunities, e.g. underwriting a general body meeting (including air and hotel as well as assembly hall and food), the World Competition Report, staffing and other expenses related to the virtual network, and training civil society competition advocates. A strategy is needed for which potential funding sources to approach, what will be requested, and who will approach them.

Countries and agencies that provide technical assistance for competition policy training should systematically be requested to include the training of civil society organizations engaged in consumer advocacy and journalists, whose understanding of competition policy will be needed in order to educate the public.
